In this three-part landscape painting workshop,
participants of any experience level will explore
drawing and reference photography methods

to study and express familiar landscape views.
Students will focus on sketching and composition
to later create two landscape paintings in the
studio using an opaque medium. The workshop
will be splitinto three meetings and will consider
capturing light as it falls on architectural and
natural landscape subjects.
